Woodstock is now a Bee City USA, joining many other cities across the country in improving their landscapes for
pollinators. Bee City USA works to galvanize communities to sustain pollinators by providing them with healthy habitat,
rich in a variety of native plants and free of insecticides. Pollinators like bumble bees, sweat bees, mason bees, honey
bees, butterflies, moths, beetles, flies, hummingbirds, and many others are responsible for the reproduction of almost
ninety percent of the world's flowering plant species and one in every three bites of food we consume.

EXPLORE GEORGIA GRANT

Visit Woodstock GA has been awarded a $28,600 Tourism Recovery Marketing Grant from Explore Georgia, the state
tourism office within the Georgia Department of Economic Development (GDEcD). The Explore Georgia Tourism Recovery
Marketing Grant program supports marketing efforts to bolster the recovery of Georgia's tourism industry from the COVID-
19 pandemic.

The City of Woodstock will hold our next Municipal General Election on Tuesday, November 2, 2021
from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. at the Woodstock Library located at 7735 Main Strect, Woodstock, GA to fill the positions of
Mayor (Donnie Henriques, Incumbent); and Council Seats for Ward 1 (Warren Johnson, Incumbent), Ward 3 (Colin Ake,
Incumbent), and Ward 5 (Brian Wolfe, Incumbent). The terms are for four years beginning on January 1 following the
election. Anyone desiring to run for one of these positions may qualify in the office of the City Clerk at the Woodstock
City Annex — 12453 Highway 92, Woodstock, GA 30188 on the following dates/times:

Qualifying Fees: (3% of prior year's annual salary)
The qualifying fee has been set at $432 for Mayor and $342 for Council which is 3% of their annual salary — Mayor
($14,400) and Council ($11,400). The qualifying fee 1s non-refundable.

Qualifying Requirements:

= At the time of their election, be a citizen of the United States and at least 21 years of age.

= At the time of their election, be a resident of the State of Georgia for at least two years.

= For Council: At the time of their clection, be a resident of the City of Woodstock in the ward in which they are
qualifying for one year.

= For Mayor: At the time of their election, be a resident of the City of Woodstock for one year as of the date of the

election.

Be a registered voter.

All public monies must be accounted for. Can not be a defaulter for any federal, state, county, municipal or school

system taxes required of such officeholder or candidate if such person has been finally adjudicated by a court of

competent jurisdiction to owe those taxes, but such ineligibility may be removed at any time by full payment thereof

or by making payments to the tax authority pursuant to a payment plan, or under such other conditions as the General

Assembly may provide by general law.

Shall not be the holder of public funds illegally.

Candidate must never have been convicted and sentenced for fraudulent violation of clection laws; malfeasance in

office; or felony involving moral turpitude or conviction of domestic violence under the laws of this State or any other

State of the United States, or that the candidate’s civil rights have been restored and at least ten years have elapsed

from the date of completion of the sentence without a subsequent conviction of another felony involving moral

turpitude.

= Candidate must pay the appropriate qualifying fee or file a pauper’s affidavit within the dates and times assigned.

Filing Requirements:

Before potential candidates take any campaign contribution’s they must file with the City Clerk a DOI (Declaration of
Intent) to accept such contributions. All contributions must be accounted for in writing as to who gave the contribution,
the amount (no matter how small), the date received and whether it was cash, check or in-kind contribution, otherwise it is
an anonymous contribution and is illegal.

Candidates must complete a Declaration of Intent (if new candidate), Financial Disclosure Statement; Notice of
Candidacy; Campaign Committee and/or Campaign Contribution forms or Affidavit. Visit the State Ethics Commission
