
We would like to encourage every family to practice 

home escape plans and know where your meeting 

place will be. The acronym E.D.I.T.H. stands for “Exit 

Drills In The Home.” This is vital for all who live in your 

home. Have two ways out of each room and know 

where you are going to meet outside.  We would also 

like to recommend that you have working smoke 

alarms in all bedrooms and sleeping areas.  Smoke 

alarms should all have battery backup even if they are 

wired electronically and battery replaced every six 

months.  Smoke alarms from most manufacturers 

have a shelf life of only 10 years.  They need to be 

replaced after that time.  Cherokee County and the 

City of Woodstock are included in the 1996 Clean Air 

Act.  The statewide burn ban is lifted as of October 1.

An effective stormwater management program 

is required by law, but more importantly, it is 

vital to a healthy environment.

Benefits to property owners include help-

ing  to control stormwater runoff created by 

their property, decreasing incidents of flooding, 

controlling erosion, and minimizing the pollutants 

in stormwater runoff that end up in the creeks 

and rivers of Woodstock. 

MUNICIPAL PROPERTY TAXES 

•Homestead and Exemptions for Seniors 62 
and    Older, 100% Disabled Veterans & 
Surviving Spouses and Freeport Tax Ex-
emptions are filed with the  Cherokee 
County Tax Assessor from Jan 1-April 1. 

•Municipal 2018 Millage Rate is 6.720 mils 

•Municipal Property Taxes are billed in Oc-
tober and are due on December 20.  
They can be searched and paid online via  
www.woodstockga.gov. 

•Property  purchased after Jan 1 will be 
billed to the owner of record as of Jan 1.   

•The Stormwater Utility Fee is billed annual-
ly with the property tax bills.  Fees are 
$50.40/yr for residential and $50.40/
year per ERU for non-residential. One 
ERU=2700 square feet. impervious sur-
face. Tax-exempt customers are NOT ex-
empt from paying the Stormwater Utility 
Fee.
